 Americans go to libraries nearly three times more often than they go to the movies! (Source: ALA Office for 

Research & Statistics; 2009).  The explosion of the Kindle and other reading devices proves that reading is alive and 
well in our technological society. We read for both inspiration and information. C.S. Lewis said, “We read to 
know we are not alone.” 
 I often tell students that the library is the place on campus where they get to choose what THEY want 
to read about. Motorcycles or iguanas, architecture or sports biographies...there are over 12,000 books for 
students to choose from.
